Towergate logo
Size

Standard formats
A4 format: The logo should be 55mm
A5 format: The logo should be 40mm

Minimum size
Under no circumstances should the logo be reproduced smaller than 20mm wide

Maximum size – there is no maximum size for the logo, although it must always 
be scaled proportionally.

Minimum size
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Towergate logo
Colour

The logo is made up of two colours, these are Pantone 281 (blue) and 
Pantone 109 (yellow).

Four colour processing or digital printing CMYK colours must always be used, 
using the Pantone references as a guide.

If the logo is to be used in newsprint or other black and white applications, 
use the black and white versions shown.

Non-gradiented version

There may be certain applications where a gradiented logo may not be 
appropriate (these can include promotional items and clothing etc.). In these 
cases there is a version available where the triangle is a block colour with 
now gradiented edge.

Backgrounds

The logo can be used on a number of backgrounds, including metallic inks 
and various types of photography imagery. Examples of acceptable and 
unacceptable backgrounds are shown here:

Acceptable backgrounds - 
The logo is clear and visible in all examples

Unacceptable backgrounds - 
The background is too similar in 
colour to the logo or too busy

Joint depiction with other corporate logos

•	 Size
	 If another company logo is to be used on the communication piece it 		
	 should never be larger than the Towergate logo

•	 Literature ‘in association with’ another company
	 The two logos should ideally be the same size and positioned in close 		
	 proximity to each other, however you must ensure that logo clearance 		
	 guidelines are always adhered to
 

Larger and more significant affiliations

•	 These guidelines can be developed to incorporate the branding of 3rd 		
	 parties, where the relationship is deemed to be of a significant size and 	
	 importance to the group. In these unique cases it may be possible to 	
	 display the 3rd party logo above the Towergate one, however, it should 		
	 never be displayed on a document without the Towergate logo.

	 This branding will be dealt with on a case by case basis.

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Towergate logo
Prohibited logo usage

Each Towergate logo is an unchangeable unit. It is absolutely prohibited to 
distort the logo or otherwise alter its proportions.

It is particularly important to ensure that, when used in applications such as 
PowerPoint, the logo is not distorted by manual or automatic configuration 
of the presentation or by printing.

a.	 Do not link a word or slogan to the logo

b.	Do not print the logo in a non-standard colour

c.	 Do not change the font of the logo

d.	Do not swap the colours of the logo

e.	 Do not position the logo at an angle

f.	 Do not put a keyline around the logo

g.	Do not distort the logo

h.	Do not contain the logo within a shape

i.	 Do not use the logo without the flash

j.	 Do not add special effects to the logo
